2016 QUILT SHOW MINUTES
May 4, 2016

Attendance:  Becky Bright, Mary Foster, Cindi Jo, Sharon Lau, Judy Whitlock

A beginning note from Sharon Lau:  There has been a rumor circulating about whether OWQ wanted to obtain 501(c)3 status so its members could do the Quilt Show without SINS. This is absolutely untrue. The reason OWQ obtained 501(c)3 status was primarily to protect its Board members from any liability should there ever be a lawsuit filed against the club. Without the protection of being a corporation, the Board members would be individually liable, and their assets could be in jeopardy. And our mission supports being a non-profit corporation. We have no interest in doing the Quilt Show without SINS. SINS members have the business connections in the community that are key to a successful show. In addition, SINS has access to the insurance policy through the national organization that is required to rent a venue. And we need all the volunteers we can muster!
So, please squelch this rumor. Thank you. I will descend from my soapbox now and get on with the minutes.

1) Location- Judy- Proof of insurance has been submitted. Judy will talk with Beth, the principal of Dana Gray, about the idea of an opportunity quilt for the school or the district to raffle in exchange for a price break. We would do this “off season” – that is not at the same time as we are making the Quilt Show Opportunity Quilts.

2) Opportunity Quilts – Bobbie was not at the meeting. Judy will follow up with her about the schedule.
 
3) Budget- report. Sharon reported for Paula that $2860 in ads have been sold. Paula is reimbursing OWQ for expenses prior to the Quilt Show account was set up so the books will be clean.
	
4) Entries- Mary – We have not yet received any entry forms. Cindi suggested we reach out to guilds in Clearlake and Ukiah and invite them to enter their quilts. Sharon will follow up with them and with Eureka. Sharon has already invited members of Quilt Guilds of the North Quarter to enter. Our judge will be displaying 2 of her quilts. We agreed to eliminate the requirement that the quilt be made within the past 2 years – but it should not have been shown at the FB Quilt Show.

5) VIP judges-Judy – the letter has been drafted. Judy will send it to the Mayor, Dana Gray’s principal, Hospital CEO, the 3 Violet Richardson scholarship winners, and the 4H head. Sharon checked and we have 10 VIP ribbons.

6) Program – Sharon – is drafting the program. Should be done with the exception of the quilt list and the quilt walk info within the next week or so.

7) Ads – Judy  - All ads are in. Paula gave Sharon the ad forms. Sharon will determine if any ad copy is missing and notify Judy.

8) Sponsors- Marilyn – Paula has on her list that we have received checks from Edward Jones, Flobeds, and Beachcomber for sponsorships.

9) Vendors- Cindi – Cindi noted that Sew ‘n Sew, Jean Stubenrauch, and she are currently the 3 vendors. Cindi will talk with Paula on Sunday to schedule making follow up calls.

10) Demonstrations – Cindi – Judy got permission from Beth to use the Teacher’s Lounge for demonstrations. Cindi is in charge of scheduling demos and preparing the room.
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11) Raffle Baskets- Bobbie – Harvest and David’s GC to Stephanie for basket – Sharon gave Judy a gift certificate from Silver’s at the Wharf.

12) Quilt Walk – Judy – Quilts will be hung at the hospital on 5/18, Judy, Dee, Sharon and Mary will help – Judy will notify committee of what time. Judy will check with the library about hanging perhaps on Memorial Day. Mendocino Marketplace will hang quilts on June 3. Quilts for the rest of the Quilt Walk should be dropped off at Sew ‘n Sew on 5/25. Include with your quilt a 3x5 card with a short story of the quilt or the technique. Judy will announce that at Sunday’s OWQ meeting. Sharon offered to do the brochure, since Tess will be out of town.

13) Postcards – Shirley took postcards to Beverly’s in Ukiah. She suggested Village Sewing and Walmart in Santa Rosa if someone is traveling that way. Mary replenished CV Starr. Sharon replenished the Mendocino Art Center. Sharon and Cindi will do the Mendo/Little River B&Bs. We have approximately 1500-2000 left – both Judy and Sharon have them – so please let us know if you need any!

14) Signage- Sharon – ordered 10 12x18 signs for posts, all with arrow pointing up – will use on Chestnut. Ordered 6 signboard-sized signs (both sides of 3 signboards) with logo, Fort Bragg Quilt Show, June (no date – we can just fill in each year), Dana Gray with address, and OWQ web site. All signs should be here today or tomorrow. Howard made a stand for existing flags out of 2x4s that stores easily; he will make 2 more for the other 2 flags. Tess was going to order a banner for Highway 20 and a generic Quilt Show flag like the ones that were at Mara’s for a while.

15) Volunteer coordinator-Dee is bringing the volunteer sign-up list to Sunday’s OWQ meeting.

16) Set-up/take-down-Dee will take charge of returning quilts. Sharon/Mary/Judy in charge of set-up

17) Food Truck – Judy said Beth at Dana Gray had the Tsunami Nacho truck there for an event and it went very well. Sharon will get a menu from their website. We agreed that having the truck there from 11-2 would work well.

18) Decision made that we would like to have a Quilt Show next year. Theme:  Color Me Happy. Sharon will bring to the OWQ meeting on Sunday whether members feel they will have enough quilts to share if we eliminate the requirement that they need to be recent quilts.
